Correspondence:
Request from Soccer Group: Lions: This is one of the teams that have been using the fields without
permission. They didn't send anyone to the meeting tonight therefore; Mr. Swaun motioned to table their
request. Mr. Sutyla seconded the motion and it passed unanimously.

Additional Guests: Mr. Swaun motioned to add the following Guests to the Agenda: Jeff Mastroianni &
Dan Greenhouse. Mr. Sutyla seconded the motion and it passed unanimously. Mr. Mastroianni and Mr.
Greenhouse will be operating the Town Beach Concession Stand again this Summer. The Director
suggested that they come to the Commission before the season begins to discuss a few items with them;
Entertainment Series, Movie Nights, Advertising and Marketing. Concerts: They would like to continue
to hold the concerts on Saturday nights with Bon Fires on every other concert. The concerts are paid for
by the businesses in Town. Movie Nights: these are P & R Events. The P & R Staffwill run the movies;
they are shown on a blow up screen provided by Jeff & Dan. Jeff & Dan wanted to know ifP & R would
be willing to invest in a receiver and speakers for movie night. Jeff & Dan wanted the Commission to
know that they are here to help and not to cause conflicts. Discussion on Concerts: Mr. Schettino: as
far as we know, there were no major problems. Are the police present? No. The Director did speak to
the Chief and he decided that they would handle it as a routine patrol. If we begin to have problems, then
they would be required to have a policeman on duty. Bon Fires: you do realize that you are required to
get the necessary permits each time you decide to have a bon fIfe. Jeff said yes, that they do get permits.
Mr. Swaun motioned to approve having concerts on Saturdav nights beginning on June 6. 2009 through
the end of August 2009. Mrs. Diamond seconded the motion and it passed unanimously. The beach
officially opens, with lifeguards on 6/20/09. Movie Night Discussion: They would like the movies to
continue on Friday evenings. They would like P & R to upgrade the speaker system: Mr. Swaun asked
them for a cost for something that would be compatible with our system by our June meeting. They
wanted to know ifP & R would consider PG & PG13 movies. Mr. Sutyla motioned to continue Movie
Night on Friday nights. P & R will continue to pick out the movies and there will not be any PG13
movies due to the general audience of the movies nights and the concerts generally draw an older crowd.
Mrs. Diamond seconded the motion and is passed unanimously. Advertising and Marketing of Events;
the Commission asked that they work with the P & R Office.
